DAY 1  ROME  – EXPERIENCE: THE MOZZARELLA – CIVITA - BELMONTE 

 

Departing from Rome. 

Along our way to Calabria region, stop-by in Salerno rural area for a taste experience of one of the 

most important products: the Mozzarella!  We will visit the dairy together to discover the 

production techniques and, at the end, we will entertain you with a typical lunch based on buffalo 

dairy products. 

 

Continue to Civita.  

This small town, built in the heart of the Pollino national park, is considered the capital of the 

Arbëreshë community of Albanian origin. Visit in the village.  

 

Following to Belmonte, where accommodation will be arranged in a widespread hospitality

DAY 2 BELMONTE – SAN FLORO – LE CASTELLA – AMANTEA - BELMONTE 

Breakfast in the hotel. 

Departing to San Floro, where we will enjoy the “Trip in the Silk” excursion to take a leap in the 

ancient traditions of Sericulture and Silk Art in Calabria. 

At the end of the visit, organic lunch with products from organic farming. 

 

Following to Le Castella, where the ancient Aragonese castle arise on a little island in front of the 

coast, with which is linked by a narrow earth strip.  

 

Stop in Amantea, elegant town on the Thyrrenian coast.

DAY 3 BELMONTE – TROPEA – STILO - GUARDAVALLE 

Breakfast at the hotel. 

Departing for Tropea, town famous for its beauty, where the narrow streets of the center take us 

to the balconies where you can admire the crystal clear sea, among unique colors and smells. 

 

Following to Stilo and visit of the famous “Cattolica”, lovely squared church built in the 9th century 

that is one of the symbols of the whole region. 

 

 

Arrival in Guardavalle.  Educational path on a farm to discover peasant life, including crafts, tools, 

uses and traditions. In the evening, dinner with local products.

DAY 4 GUARDAVALLE – BRANCALEONE - PENTADATTILO – CAPO VATICANO 

Breakfast at the hotel. 

In the morning visit of a local farm where we will discover the secrets of one the most important 

products of Calabria: The Bergamot. Famous for its use in both cuisine and perfume factories, we 

will also arrange a degustation of these products at the end of the visit. 

 

Free time for lunch. 

In the afternoon visit to the abandoned village of Pentedattilo, a charming semi-abandoned village 

on a rocky front in the shape of a hand.

DAY 5  SAILING EXPERIENCE: COSTA VIOLA – SCILLA – CAPO VATICANO
