DEPARTURE FROM MILAN 

DAY 1  MILAN – LAKE GARDA (140 km) – VERONA (40 km) 

Departure at 9.00 am from Milan to Lake Garda with a stop in the beautiful town of Sirmione, surrounded 

by a medieval castle and characterized by narrow and elegant streets. Lunch at your own. In the afternoon, 

departure to Verona and guided tour of the city. Accommodation. Overnight at the hotel. 

DAY 2  VERONA – VICENZA (50 km)  – PADUA (40 km)  - VERONA (85 km) 

Breakfast. Departure for Vicenza, the city of the great architect Palladio with a nice walk to admire the beauty 

of his outdoor works. Lunch at your own. Continuation to Padua, where the beautiful old town rose between 

the elliptical square of Prato de la Valle and the Basilica of San Antonio. Visit. Return to Verona. 

Accommodation. Overnight at the hotel. 

DAY 3  VERONA – VENICE (120 km)  - VERONA 

 Breakfast. The train from Verona and vaporetto number 2, the oldest and most important will be the 

protagonists of the guided tour of Venice, between bridges and canals, one of the most unique cities in the 

world. Lunch at your own. Return to Verona and accommodation. Overnight at the hotel. 

DAY 4  VERONA – BOLZANO (150 km) 

Breakfast. Departure for Bolzano, capital of the autonomous province called South Tyrol. A cosmopolitan city 

of medieval origin that offers beautiful and unforgettable corners to the tourist who travels it. Possibility of 

visiting the Archaeological Museum where Otzi's leather boot is kept, mummy of the 4th millennium BC 



 

 

found in nearby glaciers just under thirty years ago. Bolzano's Christmas market is the largest in Italy. Visit. 

Lunch at your own.  Accommodation. Overnight at the hotel. 

DAY 5  BOLZANO – MERANO (30 km)  – VIPITENO (100 km)  - BOLZANO (65 km) 

 Breakfast. In the morning departure to Merano, a thermal city of Austrian origin, and a summer resort of 

Francis Joseph and Princess Sisi. Walk through the historic center with the possibility of visiting the local 

market. Lunch at your own. Continue to Vipiteno, city of milks and yogurts of the highest level, organizing 

centre of one of the oldest markets in the country. Return to Bolzano. Overnight at the hotel. 

DAY 6  BOLZANO – INNSBRUCK (120 km)  - BOLZANO 

Breakfast. Departure to Innsbruck, capital of the Austrian Tyrol and one of the most elegant, famous and 

neat cities of the entire Alpine arch. Visit. Lunch at your own. Return to Bolzano and accommodation. 

Overnight at the hotel.  

DAY 7  BOLZANO – TRENTO (60 km)  – MILAN (285 km) 

Breakfast. Departure for Milan with a stop in Trento to discover the capital of the Trentino Alto Adige region, 

a medieval city of great spiritual importance by the Council of Trent and politics for the First World War. 

Lunch at your own. Return to Milan and end of services.
