Capri is a Mediterranean island that has seen intellectuals, artists and 
writers all enthralled by its magical beauty. Transfer from your hotel or 
meeting point to the port where you’ll board your boat starting your 
cruise along the coastline with the chance to stop for swimming before 
heading across the bay to Capri. Once there the boat will take you 
around the island to see its most beautiful sights such as the White 
Grotto, the Natural Arch, the Green Grotto, the lighthouse of Punta 
Carena, Blue Grotto and the famous Faraglioni Rocks where Dolce & 
Gabbana adverts are filmed. Stops for swimming and snorkelling and 
approx. 3/4 hrs free time to explore the island and stroll around the 
famous main square or admire the Augustus Gardens. This is a chance 
to relax, sunbathe on the decks and swim from your own semi-private 
boat while admiring the beauty of the island from the sea. 

Please note: The skipper is your guide. The entrance fee to the Blue 
Grotto is not included and the stop is on captain’s discretion, depending 



 

 

on sea conditions and waiting time. Snorkelling equipment included. 
Don’t forget your camera, flip flops, swimwear, towels, sun protection 
and hat. Maximum 12 people on board. All boats are equipped with 
wi-fi,  stereo, first aid kit and legal insurance. Departure from Massa 
Lubrense port.

AMALFI BOAT TOUR

Due to its beautiful scenery, stunning cliffs overlooking the sea and 
historical importance, the coastline of Amalfi was declared a World 
Heritage Site in 1997. Transfer from your hotel or meeting point to the 
port where you’ll board your boat to start your cruise around the bay of 
Salerno towards Amalfi. Passing by Nerano, the Emeraldo Grotto and Li 
Galli island you’ll have stops for swimming and snorkelling in places you 
could never reach by land. On arrival at the port of Amalfi you’ll have 
free time to relax and explore this beautiful town. Board the boat for your 
return journey with a stop at Positano, "the pearl of the Amalfi Coast". 
With its pink and white houses and domed cathedral hugging the cliff, it 



 

 

is not easily accessible by land. This is a chance to see the famous 
coast while relaxing on your semi-private boat, swimming in places not 
accessible by road, sunbathing on the decks and beaches and avoiding 
any possible road traffic. 

Please note:  The skipper is your guide. The entrance fee to the 
Emerald Grotto is not included. Snorkelling equipment included. Don’t 
forget your camera, flip flops, swimwear, towels, sun protection and hat. 
Maximum 12 people on board. All boats are equipped with wi-fi, stereo, 
first aid kit and legal insurance. Departure from Massa Lubrense port.

Loved by both the Jet Set and ancient Roman Emperors alike no holiday 
would be complete without a trip to the island of Capri! Relax and enjoy 
a wonderful day on this beautiful island... return  transport is provided to 
the port,  the Jetfoil has been prebooked, a local guide will show you all 
the wonderful sights and mini-buses to transport you to each stop on the 
Island are included. During the thirty minutes’ boat ride you can admire 
the beauty of the Sorrento coastline as you make your way across to the 
island. On arrival a mini-bus will take you to Anacapri, the highest part of 
the island, where you can make an optional visit to the famous villa of 
Dr. Axel Munthe whose bestselling book “Story of San Michele” tells of 



 

 

how he came to live on Capri and how he built his home on the remains 
of a Roman villa with its beautiful, panoramic terraced gardens. Weather 
permitting, there is a chance of taking an optional chairlift up Monte 
Solaro or wonder around the shops and relax in one of the many 
open-air cafes. Continue by mini-bus to Capri town where rows of chic 
designer shops line the cobbled streets. Your guide will take you down 
to admire the splendid views from the colourful “Augustus Gardens” 
overlooking the Faraglioni Rocks and the Marina Piccola where Gracie 
Fields once lived. Free time to explore the tiny alleyways and arcades 
full of little shops selling local handicrafts, clothing, jewellery, shoes and 
Capri’s famous perfumes. A mini-bus will take you back to Marina 
Grande where you have free time before returning by Jetfoil to Sorrento. 

Please note: Entrance fee to Villa San Michele not included. At guide’s 
discretion the order of the visits may vary depending on crowds and 
queues. Don’t forget your camera, comfortable footwear, water, sun 
protection and hat.

AMALFI DRIVE 

●​  
The Amalfi drive is said to be the most spectacular in Europe and from 
Sorrento the winding cliff top road offers continuous breathtaking 
panoramic views. The first stop will be high above Positano, one of the 
jewels of this coastline built on different levels from the main road all the 
way down to sea like a “waterfall cascading down the rocks”. Further 
along the coast, the coach makes a refreshment stop where you can 
admire the local ceramics in a traditional shop and enjoy panoramic 
views before going on to the town of Amalfi, which gives its name to the 
whole coast on which it lies. Once a thriving Marine Republic along with 
Genoa, Pisa and Venice and now a thriving holiday resort, this ancient 
town is dominated by the magnificent 9th century Cathedral where the 



 

 

remains of the Patron Saint of Amalfi are preserved. Free time to 
explore the cobbled backstreets of Amalfi before continuing to the 
medieval town of Ravello which nestles in the mountainside eleven 
hundred feet above the sea and where you can enjoy the best views of 
the Amalfi coastline overlooking Minori, Maiori and beyond. This 
charming little town has a main square where the centrepiece is the 
bright picturesque 11th century Cathedral. Free time at disposal with the 
option to visit Villa Rufolo with its gardens and amazing views across the 
bay of Salerno. Please note: Entrance fees to the Cathedrals and Villa 
Rufolo not included. Don’t forget your camera, comfortable footwear, 
water, sun protection and hat. Knees and shoulders must always be 
covered when visiting churches.

HERCULANEUM 

●​  
 

Herculaneum was an ancient Roman town situated in the shadow of 
Mount Vesuvius, submerged under a torrent of mud and lava after 
Mount Vesuvius eruption in 79 AD. The buildings have been so well 
preserved that you can walk down the streets pretty much exactly as the 
Romans would have done over 2000 years ago! There are still original 
timbers in the buildings and clay pots stored as they would have been at 
the time of the eruption. Together with your guide, you’ll visit many of the 
most important sites, public baths with their well-preserved frescoes and 



 

 

mosaics, shops and the gymnasium. A tour of possibly one of the best 
preserved examples of a Roman residential town in the world, brought 
to life by the years of study and knowledge of our archaeologists. 

Please note: Entrance fee to Herculaneum not included. Take passports 
to obtain free or reduced admission where possible. Don’t forget your 
camera, comfortable footwear, water, sun protection and hat. Limited 
wheelchair and buggy access.

Following the eruption of the volcano Vesuvius in the year 79 A.D., 
Pompeii lay buried for hundreds of years.  The town is one of the most 
visited sites in the world and the excavations, begun in the 18th century, 
are still being carried out today.  Your local guide will take you back in 
time to explore the main features of the ancient city destroyed by the 
eruption of Vesuvius in 79 AD: the original Roman streets, ancient 
shops, the villas and baths with their fabulously preserved frescoes and 
mosaics and the centre of roman life - the Forum.

Do not lose the chance to swim and enjoy a drink at sunset while 
looking out from the boat at the remains of the ancient Roman Villa 
Pollio Felice. On the promontory of Capo di Sorrento stands the ruins of 
a majestic seaside villa of the Roman I century B.C, nowadays better 



 

 

known as "The Regina Giovanna baths", occupying an area of two 
acres, whose architecture blends with the beauty of the landscape. The 
villa was reached by both land and sea and the resident activities, 
quoted in numerous works of Strabo, Pliny and Horace included fishing 
for crustaceans and molluscs growing lemons and producing oil and 
wine. Transfer from your hotel or meeting point to the port to board your 
boat towards Punta del Capo along the Sorrento Peninsula, where you’ll 
stop in front of Villa Pollio Felice to have some free time to swim and 
enjoy an aperitif and appetizers at sunset. Return to the port. 

Please note: The skipper is your guide. Don’t forget your camera, flip 
flops, swimwear and towels. Maximum 12 people on board. All boats are 
equipped with wi-fi, stereo, first aid kit and legal insurance. Departure 
from Massa Lubrense port.
